Bulk — It’s the New Black
In honor of National Bulk Foods Week, October 16-22, we offer
you, the membership, the top seven reasons to buy in bulk.

1. Better value—packaged Alterra coffee in one pound bag:
$13.69.  In bulk:  just $12.25 per pound.
2. Less packaging. Enough said.
3. Customer-led package size. You can buy a handful or
50 handfuls—but please—estimate your handfuls with a scoop!
4. Customer-led containerization. Yes, you can fill your
Kleen Kanteen bottle with tamari if you really want to—but
remember to grab a tare weight first!
5. Efficient. The Co-op performed multiple, timed purchasing
tests comparing packaged coffee to bulk coffee, just to see
what sort of time investment was required when buying in bulk.
Coffee-loving staff members bought one pound of Alterra
coffee from the bulk department and one pound from the
packaged grocery department.  From foyer, empty-handed to
foyer, coffee in hand—the packaged coffee purchase took an
average of 82.5 seconds, while the bulk purchase took an
average of 97.5 seconds.  There was a difference of only 15
seconds and a savings of $1.44 to boot!  Now, that’s a deal!

6. It’s better than eHarmony. Picture it: you’re in
the bulk aisle and you’re in need of a twist tie for your

bulk trail mix—but there’s someone bulking up on
organic pecans, kind of in your way.  He is lovely, you

are newly single, and organic pecans are on your
list.  Somehow, in addition to your shared love

of bulk nuts, you end up discovering you both
drive Hyundai Sonatas, enjoy pickled beets

and the comfort of bulky Aran sweaters.  Hello? Love
connection.
